New Delhi, April 9
(IANS) Entertainment
conglomerate Walt Disney
is planning to cut up to
1,000 jobs in the coming
weeks, with a significant
number of layoffs likely in
its marketing division, ac-
cording to a report.

The Wall Street Jour-
nal said, citing sources,
that the plans for the job
cuts were initiated before
Josh D’Amaro took over
as the company’s chief
executive officer in March.

Disney’s newly-ap-
pointed chief marketing
officer, Asad Ayaz, is also
planning to consolidate
the company’s marketing
operations and reduce
costs under a programme
codenamed  ‘Project
Imagine’, the report add-
ed. Ayaz began oversee-
ing a newly created com-
pany-wide marketing or-
ganisation in January.

Gold, silver trade up to 2 pc lower
(lesmle geopolitical tensions

Mumbai, April 9 (IANS)
Gold and silver prices de-
clined on Thursday de-
spite fresh geopolitical ten-
sions following reports of
Israel attacking Lebanon’s
Hezbollah.

On the Multi Commod-
ity Exchange (MCX), gold
futures (June 5) fell as
much as 0.74 per cent or
Rs 1,129 to Rs 1,50,647,
hitting an intraday low at
around 10:40AM. The yel-
low metal was later trad-
ing at Rs 1,51,113, down
Rs 663 or 0.44 per cent. It
touched an intraday high
of Rs 1,51,452.

Meanwhile, silver fu-
tures (May 5) also wit-
nessed sharp losses,
plunging 2 per cent, or Rs
4,785, to an intraday low
of Rs 2,35,133. The white
metal touched an intraday
high of Rs 2,37,589 and
was trading at Rs
2,36,417, down Rs 3,501,
or 1.46 per cent.

Market sentiment re-
mained subdued amid un-
certainty over the direction

of US-Iran ceasefire talks.

Analysts said MCX
gold opened with a mild
gap-down and is trading in
the Rs 1,50,500-Rs
1,51,500 range, with buy-
ing interest emerging at
lower levels.

“A sustained move
above Rs 1,52,000 could
revive momentum towards
Rs 1,53,000-Rs 1,55,000.
However, a decisive break
below Rs 1,50,000 may
drag prices down to Rs
1,48,000-Rs 1,47,000 lev-
els,” they said.

For silver, analysts not-
ed that MCX prices
opened with a mild gap-
down but found support
from safe-haven demand
and strength in industrial
metals. Prices are hover-
ing around Rs 2,36,000
amid elevated volatility,
though the overall tone
remains cautious.

“Resistance is placed
at Rs 2,40,000-Rs
2,43,000.Abreakout could
push prices towards Rs
2,45,000-Rs 2,47,000. On

the downside, a break be-
low Rs 2,36, 000 may ac-
celerate selling towards
the Rs 2,33,000-Rs
2,30,000 range,” they
added.According to ana-
lysts, the bias remains
mildly positive, supported
by macro factors, although
momentum appears tenta-
tive and requires confirma-
tion for a sustained up-
trend.

In the international
market, COMEX gold trad-
ed in negative territory, fall-
ing over 1 per cent to
$4,718.60, while spot gold
was nearly flat at $4,718,
up 0.04 per cent.

Similarly, COMEX sil-
ver declined 3.26 per cent
to $72.92, while spot silver
was at $73.77, down 0.46
per cent.Among energy
commodities, Brent crude
futures were up 3.31 per
cent at $97.89 per barrel,
while US West Texas In-
termediate (WTI) crude
traded at $98.38, up
around 4 per cent from the
previous close.--IANS

The administration of
U.S. President Donald
Trump simplified its tariffs
on such products earlier
this week so that they take
effect based on their "full
customs value." Previous-
ly, the U.S. imposed metal
duties based on the value
of the metal content in
each of the products -- a
more complicated calcula-
tion process.With the sim-
plification of U.S. tariffs,
the overall administrative
burden on domestic com-
panies and uncertainties
related to customs clear-
ance are expected to de-
crease, Yeo said.

Under the new U.S.
system, the number of
products subject to the
metal tariffs went down by
17 percent, with cosmet-
ics, chemical, furniture and
other products excluded
from the list, according to
the ministry.

Yeo, however, said the
government will remain
vigilant as the U.S. may in-
clude additional items in
the list of derivatives sub-
ject to tariffs after a
planned review of the sys-

tem, while continuing ef-
forts to devise necessary
support measures for
companies.

Meanwhile, South Ko-
rea and the US held their
first follow-up talks on
Thursday to flesh out the
details of an agreement
signed last year on tech-
nology cooperation, the
science ministry said.

The meeting, held vir-
tually, marked the launch
of a working group on the
Technology Prosperity
Deal, signed on the side-
lines of a South Korea-
U.S. summit held in Octo-
ber in Gyeongju, a city lo-
cated some 275 kilome-
ters southeast of Seoul,
where the countries' lead-
ers attended the Asia-Pa-
cific Economic Coopera-
tion (APEC) summit.

"During the first official
meeting, the two countries
discussed the structure
and operation of the work-
ing group, as well as final
goals and areas of coop-
eration through related
activities," the Ministry of
Science and ICT said in a
release.

Crude oil prices jump up
10 4 pc on Hormuz
tensions, ceasefire doubis

New Delhi, Apr|I
(IANS) Global crude oil
prices surged sharply on
Thursday amid fears that
supply from WestAsia may
not fully resume, as doubts
persist over whether the
two-week ceasefire be-
tween the US and Iran will
hold, with the crucial Strait
of Hormuz reportedly re-
maining restricted. Brent
crude futures jumped as
much as 3.31 per cent to
$97.89 per barrel at 9:06
am. The US West Texas
Intermediate (WTI) crude
traded at $98.38, up 4.2
per cent from the previous
close. Crude oil bench-

marks had slipped up to 20
per cent below the $100-
per-barrel mark on
Wednesday -- a level they
had been averaging since
February 28. In that ses-
sion, US WTI recorded its
biggest fall since April 2020
on expectations that the
ceasefire involving the US
and Iran would ease ten-
sions and lead to the re-
opening of the Strait of
Hormuz. The waterway --
a key route for oil supplies
from Gulf producers includ-
ing Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Ku-
wait and Qatar to global
markets -- remains at the
centre of the conflict.

Ferrous players set for a strong
04, COAL India likely to report
positive EBITDA growth

New Delhi, April 9 (IANS) Ferrous players are
likely to post strong fourth quarter (Q4) results
as hot-rolled coil and rebar prices rose sharply,
driving realisations and offsetting higher coking
coal costs, a report said on Thursday.

The report from Emkay Global Financial Ser-
vices said that “COAL is likely to report strong
on-quarter EBITDA growth, among mining
stocks, surging over 46 per cent or Rs 115 bil-
lion”. The growth is supported by higher e-auc-
tion realisations and improved offtake amid ris-
ing power demand.

HRC and rebar prices climbed about 14 per
cent and 21 per cent respectively on a sequen-
tial basis. The uptick was driven by a robust de-
mand environment, accelerated government in-
frastructure spending, and implementation of
safeguard duties toward the end of Q3.

"We assume coverage on the metals pack
with a neutral-to-positive stance across ferrous
and non-ferrous players," the report said.

It expected Steel Authority of India Limited
(SAIL) to lead the gains in Q4, supported by a
favourable product mix skewed toward long prod-
ucts. Non-ferrous should see healthy growth on
stronger aluminium or silver prices and Indian
rupee depreciation, benefiting few private play-
ers. Mining and others may remain a mixed bag,
the report said.

Sensex may rise 22 pc to 95,000
by year-end: Morgan Stanley

Mumbai, April 9 (IANS) Global brokerage firm
Morgan Stanley on Thursday said that Indian
markets are poised for a strong rally with Sensex
likely to touch 95,000 level by December 2026.

In its latest India Equity Strategy Playbook
report, the brokerage firm said that the current
combination of depressed valuations, improving
earnings momentum and cautious investor po-
sitioning reflects conditions typically seen near
the end of market downturns.

In the base case, the headline index Sensex
is expected to touch the 95,000 mark by Decem-
ber 2026, implying an upside potential of 22 per
cent from Wednesday's closing, according to the
brokerage.It noted that downside risks appear
limited compared to potential gains, describing
the present phase as an attractive entry point
for long-term investors.The brokerage also point-
ed out that India’s trailing market performance
over the past year is close to historic lows, while
relative  valuations have declined
sharply.However, underlying fundamentals re-
main strong, supported by robust domestic de-
mand, policy stability and a recovery in capital
expenditure.A major factor behind its bullish out-
look is the revival in the earnings cycle. High-
frequency indicators point to strengthening
trends across consumption, investment and ser-
vices, even as market expectations remain sub-
dued, the brokerage noted.Analysts also noted
that India’s share of global corporate profits now
exceeds its index weight by the widest margin
on record.

India e-retail sector crosses $65
bn; likely to grow over 20 pc
annually till 2030

New Delhi, April 9 (IANS) India’s online retail
market reached approximately $65—66 billion in
2025 in gross merchandise value (GMV) and is
projected to grow over 20 per cent annually to
reach $170-180 billion by 2030, capturing rough-
Ig/one in ten retail dollars, a report said on Thurs-

ay.

The report from Bain and Company and Flip-
kart said e-retail gross merchandise value grew
19-21 per cent in value terms.

Growth accelerated through the year, sup-
ported by improving macroeconomic conditions
and consumer sentiment, the report said.

In 2025, private consumption growth rose
from 8per cent (2022—-24) to 10.5 per cent, driv-
en by GST cuts, income tax relief, easing infla-
tion, and lower lending rates.

This momentum drove second-half growth of
22-2 per cent and an estimated 23-25 per cent
growth in Q1 2026, reflecting a broader revival
in consumption and discretionary spending.Q-
commerce (delivery in less than 30 minutes) has
doubled annually over the past two years, reach-
ing $10—11 billion GMV in 2025 and expected to
reach $65-$70 billion by 2030, the report noted.

However, traditional e- -retail will continue to
anchor the overall e-retail market with 60-65 per
cent share in 2030. India is emerging as a criti-
cal global consumption engine, poised to cap-
ture 1 in 8 incremental consumption dollars over
the next five years

S. Korea yet to receive request
for fee for transit through Strait

Seoul, April 9 (IANS) South Korea has yet to
receive any official request from Iran on fees for
passage through the Strait of Hormuz, a Seoul
official said on Thursday, adding that the gov-
ernment is still working to identify the situation
surrounding the major shipping route amid a frag-
ile two-week ceasefire between the United States
and Iran.

"There has been no request from Iran for tran-
sit fees or payments," Yang Ghi-wuk, deputy min-
ister for trade, industry and resource security,
said in a regular press briefing on energy sup-
ply, when asked about media reports that Iran is
demanding fees in cryptocurrency or Chinese
yuan for ships passing through the strait.

Itis too early to determine whether Iran would
actually charge fees and how the international
community would respond to such a move, Yang
explained, noting that domestic fuel prices may
go up by up to 1 percent should such fees be
charged, reports Yonhap news agency.

Regarding the status of the Hormuz strait and
conditions for safe passage, the deputy minister
said the foreign ministry was trying to communi-
cate with Iran on the matter but that he has not
yet been informed of any meaningful progress.

The government is continuing its efforts to
secure alternative crude supplies, with 50 mil-
lion barrels secured for April and 60 million bar-
rels for May, according to Yang. Supplies for the
following months are also being secured.

The volumes secured for April and May ac-
count for about 60 percent and 70 percent, re-
spectively, of the usual monthly import level of
80 million barrels, the trade ministry said earlier.

Supplies of materials for industries and daily
necessities, such as helium, ethylene gas and
others, are facing no major disruptions, accord-
ing to the ministry.
